Moderate Rehabilitation Single Room Occupancy (SRO) Program
Home Forward administers Moderate Rehabilitation with the federal Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD).  Moderate Rehabilitation SRO is a permanent housing program that provides rent assistance and supportive services to homeless people who have low-income.  Home Forward pays a portion of the monthly rent, making the home affordable to the participant.    
The Landlord’s Role
Landlords provide rental units ranging from single room occupancy (SRO) to multi-bedroom units.  

· Rental units range from single room occupancy (SRO) to multi-bedroom units.

· Each property must keep a specific waitlist on site.

· Applicants are placed on the building waiting list if they meet the building criteria. 
· Properties provide a variety of supportive services to the participants 

· Unit turnovers are expected to be ready to lease no later than 30 days from when payment is stopped on vacant unit

· May request annual rent increase 

· Must provide copy of any termination notices to Home Forward

· Annually submit supportive services report to Home Forward

Home Forward’s Role

Home Forward provides the rent subsidies and administers the program.  

· Determines program eligibility. As well, applicants must be homeless in accordance with the McKinney-Vento Act
· Calculates rental assistance for each participant 
· Conducts annual recertifications 

· Brief applicants on responsibilities under the MOD 8 program

· Provides ongoing information and support to landlords and tenants

· Conducts inspections to ensure that all units remain decent and safe
Participant’s Role

Participants abide program rules, regulations, and landlord lease 

· Notify Home Forward and landlord before vacating the unit

· Landlord terminates the lease for the Section 8 MOD assisted unit

· Abide by the Statement of Family Obligations 
· Report income and family compositions changes
